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TRY OUT PROCEDURE 
 
CHECK IN 
All players must check in before each conditioning clinic and try out.   

·  Upon the first check in, players will be sized for jerseys and socks and have registration 
taken/verified or conditioning “session fee” paid.  Subsequent check in is for registration 
verification or “session fee” payment and pull over distribution.  Players will not be 
allowed to enter the locker room runway until they have checked in.  Prior to the first 
tryout, players will be given a pull over reflecting their “try out number” upon check in. 

·  All fees must be paid and registration completed and verified prior to the player taking the 
ice for the first tryout or conditioning session, unless prior arrangements have been made 
with Maulers Hockey.  Players not registered and paid with a minimum of the first 
installment must pay the predetermined “per session” conditioning clinic fee.   

·  All players must be registered and appropriate fees paid prior to taking the ice for the first 
tryout session. 

·  The following documents must be completed in order for registration to be considered 
complete. 

o Maulers Hockey Registration Form 
o USA Hockey Registration 
o Player’s Code of Conduct 
o Parent’s Code of Conduct 
o Checking Clinic Form (first year Pee Wee) 

·  Requests to “Skate Up” must be received by the Hockey Director, in writing, prior to the 
first tryout at either age level, as stated in the Skating Up Policy. 

 
TRYOUTS 
The coach of the top team at each age level will determine the on ice format used for tryouts.   

·  If needed, on ice coverage can be arranged through the Hockey Director. 
·  The coaches at each level and the Hockey Director will observe the tryouts and keep 

separate evaluations of the players. 
 
TEAM SELECTION 
Following the final tryout session, the coaches and the Hockey Director will meet in the Multi-
Purpose Room.   

·  The coach of the higher tiered team selects his team first (i.e. Team #1, then Team #2, 
then Team #3, etc.).   

·  Team selections will be posted on the dry erase board and any questions or concerns will 
be discussed and resolved.  The Hockey Director will then approve the team selections. 

·  Each higher level coach will submit his next five picks, in writing, to the Hockey Director. 
 

 
NOTIFICATION 
Any players cut must be notified ASAP, and no more that 24 hours after the last tryout session.  
The team selections, and first practice slot, will then be posted on the Maulers website. 

·  The coach of the lowest level team or the appropriate liaison must contact those players 
cut.  They must then contact the Hockey Director to confirm that the calls have been 
made.  The Hockey Director will submit final rosters to the Maulers Hockey Webmaster 
with notification they can be posted to the Maulers website. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 



MAULERS HOCKEY 
SKATING UP PLAYER ASSIGNMENT PROCEDURE 

 
Players must petition the Maulers Hockey Board of Directors, in writing, prior to the first 
tryout for either their appropriate age level or the age level to which they desire to play.  
Petitions will only be considered for players in the final year of their appropriate age 
level, as defined by USA Hockey. 
 
Recommended Assignment of Player Level: 
 
The following procedure will be used to establish to which team a petitioning player should be 
placed.  Hockey Director will coordinate the process.   

 
·  The petitioning player must participate in at least 2 tryouts with each of the levels.  These 

tryouts will be observed by the Hockey Director and the coaches for top teams at both 
age levels.  The player has the option of participating in the conditioning clinics for both 
age levels. 

 
·  After observing the tryouts, the Head Coach of the top team at the higher age level (the 

one to which the player is petitioning) will make his recommendation to the Hockey 
Director.  The Hockey Director will make a recommendation to the Maulers Hockey 
Board. 

 
·  The Hockey Director will communicate the committee’s recommendation to the Maulers 

Hockey Board within 24 hours of the final observation.  The Maulers Hockey Board will 
vote on the recommendation within a 24 hour period.   
Factors to be considered by the Maulers Hockey Board include, but are not limited to: 

·  Team sizes at both levels. 
·  Players cannot be cut from a higher age level team to make room for a 

petitioning player 
·  In most cases, the petitioning player must make the top team at the higher age 

level. 
·  The negative effect at the appropriate age level of allowing the petitioning player 

to “skate up”. 
·  Organizational needs. 

It should be noted that the allowance of players to play at an age level higher than their 
appropriate level is at the sole discretion of the Maulers Hockey Board of Directors. 

 
·  The Hockey Director will communicate the decision of the Maulers Hockey Board, and it’s 

reasoning, to the Head Coaches of the top team at each level and the petitioning player’s 
parents/guardian. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



MAULERS HOCKEY  
POST EVALUATION PLAYER ASSIGNMENT GUIDELINE 

 
This document is designed to provide general guidelines for the assignment of “drop in” 
players, players that did not participate in the try out process.  “Drop in” players will only 
be considered prior to roster freezes dictated by league, state or national regulations.  It 
should be recognized that any and all circumstances involving “drop in” player 
movement requires the approval of the Maulers Hockey Board of Directors. 
 
Assignment of a “Drop In”Player: 
 
Often, after the evaluation process, players may wish join the organization and be placed on a 
team.  The Hockey Director has the responsibility to investigate the experience of incoming 
players to determine appropriate team placement.  The incoming player will be placed on a team 
that nearest matches the player’s experience and that has a roster spot available. 
 
The following procedure will be used to establish to which team an incoming player should be 
placed, provided the player requests to “drop in” within 14 days of the first evaluation.  The 
Hockey Director will coordinate the process with the Head Coach of the appropriate team.  
Players requesting to drop in after that time will be accepted and/or placed at the discretion of the 
Maulers Hockey Board of Directors.  Drop in players will be required to pay full registration fees 
prior to taking the ice, unless modifications have been approved by the Maulers Hockey 
Executive Committee. 
 
After the regular evaluation process, the head coach of each team will provide a list of his next 
five selections, in order of performance, that fell to the next lower team (if applicable).  The list will 
be given to and held by the Hockey Director.  The names on the list shall remain confidential. 
 

·  The incoming player must participate in at least 2 practices of the designated team.  
These practices will be observed by the Hockey Director. 

 
·  After observing the practices, the Head Coach of the designated team and  the Hockey 

Director will discuss the performance of the player.  Then the Head Coach of the 
designated team and the Hockey Director will determine the “drop in” player’s 
performance as it compares to the five players on the list.  Should there be players on the 
list that evaluated better than the “drop in” player, the Head Coach of the designated 
team has the option of asking the player at the top of the list to move up.  If that player 
declines, he can ask the second player and so on, and can continue the process until all 
players that evaluated better that the “drop in” player have been contacted.  If no player 
on the list accepts the invitation to move up, the Head Coach of the designated team and  
the Hockey Director will determine a recommendation for appropriate placement for the 
“drop in” player. 

 
·  The Hockey Director will communicate the recommendation to the Maulers Hockey Board 

within 24 hours of the final observation.  The Maulers Hockey Board will vote on the 
recommendation within a 24 hour period. 

 
·  The Hockey Director will communicate the decision of the Maulers Hockey Board to the 

Head Coaches, the “drop in” player parents/guardian and any other effected players 
parents/guardian.
